 e. Was anointed by God with the Holy Ghost to destroy the works of the devil

 f. Showed us the ministry of believer/priest to preach the good news, call for men 

 everywhere to repent and turn to God, heal the sick and do cures in His name, 

            and cast out devils

 g. Died for our sins and the sins of all who believe on His name

 h. Is the sacrificial Lamb and by His shed blood we have remission of sins

 i. Reconciled us to God by faith and indwells us by the Holy Spirit

 j. Lay in the grave 3 days and 3 nights and on the third day God raised Him from the 

 dead, He walked on this earth for 40 days and was seen by up to 500 people at one 

 time

 k. Ascended up into heaven and sat down on the right hand of God

 l. Is coming again, first in the “First Resurrection” and then 7 years later in the “Day 

 of the Lord.” He comes with all the saints to defeat the anti-Christ and set up His 

 millennial reign as the Messiah.
